Thank you for your interest in developing a younger soccer age group for our children. This gives youth the chance to take part in the beautiful game. The emphasis of this league is fun. The main objective for all those involved (coaches, parents and of course the little athletes themselves) should be unbridles enthusiasm, the spirit of sportsmanship and a sense of enjoyment from playing the game.

In terms of the rules for the field …

1. Children must wear shin pads. This is for insurance purposes and is mandatory. Soccer cleats and soccer socks are not mandatory but children are encouraged to wear them.

2. We only touch the ball with our feet. This includes coaches and parents. Children learn by seeing it done. NO HANDS!
3. Parents are encouraged to participate in activities as well as to stay at the field for the 45 minutes. Our youngest players may need to have parent join them the first few weeks to help them get comfortable.

4. Children are encouraged to have a ball at their feet at all times. We will attempt to use activities that maximize the amount of time players have the ball at their feet. 
5. The playing of a competitive game or scrimmage will not take place. A focus on basic skills (e.g., running with the ball, stopping and turning) and activities that allow children to develop these skills in a fun way will be used.

6. Remember that you have the ability to make this a positive experience for your child and his/her team. There will be activities that encourage active adult interaction, regardless of skill level. Please be prepared to join in and have fun with your child.
